Wine Appreciation Group 1— June meeting: This evening’s wines had much
in common. All were from Argentina, each using a single grape variety, all
except one being 13.5%.

The Bodega Norton Torrontes 2006 had an outstandingly attractive “nose” and
like the second white, Las Moras Viognier 2006, was very acceptable on the
palate. The Bodega Norton Merlot 2006, as well as the two whites, were all
priced at £4.99 per bottle. The Alamos Bonarda 2004 came at £6.49, the EL
Malbec de Ricardo Santos 2005 (13.9%) at £6.99. All the reds had markedly
individual and well-appreciated characteristics the Malbec being full of flavours,
outstandingly smooth and well-balanced.

Encouragingly some members of the group were successful in identifying these
wines from their verbal descriptions in a “blind tasting” situation! GHP

Wine Appreciation Group 2:  The last report from Titch Meyer is printed below:

1  The wine came from Australia for our first tasting: Peter Lehman
Chenin Blanc Barossa 2006, 12%. An aromatic fruity wine with a
clear steely finish at £4.89.

2 Next came Trio (3 vineyards) Sauvignon Blanc 2005. Casablanca
Valley Conclay Toro, 13%, Chile at £5.00, providing a fresh
aromatic premium wine. White wines always seem more difficult
to please all palates.

3 Syrah 2005 Vine de Pays de L'Ardeche a Cotes de Rhone, 14%, St
Joseph Heritage at £4.49. It had a nice red fruits aroma.

4  Chateau Cluzan 2003 Bordeaux, 12.5% . This wine is pleasant on
the nose—both floral and fruity.

5  Cavalchina 2006 Bardolino, Italy, (12.5% ) on the shores of Lake
Garda. A lovely fruity wine from Corvina and Rondinella at £5.99.

6 Last of all an Errazuriz Merlot, 2005, Chile, 14%. A full-bodied style
with opulent red berries and cassis fruite at £6.99.

The evening meeting had a good selection to savour.

We met on 17 May at Currier Cottage for our usual monthly gathering where the
proceedings were elegantly presided over, as ever, by Titch, who on this
occasion had chosen all the wines. Maurice’s work that evening was to
dispense those wines, which he did with great charm and his usual aplomb and
under direct instruction from Titch, who made sure that all glasses were fully
charged—and that included her own!

As a Wine Group we will miss her company, her wicked sense of humour, her
tales of life with Maurice and her steady hand to bring us back to the purpose of
the evening: to taste and discuss the variety of wines, not just to drink them.



We will remember that last meeting not only for the variety of wines chosen, but
for the warmth and laughter that is as much part of this group as tasting the wine.

Where are your roots?

Born in Bingley, then lived in Gargrave. At the age of nine | went to Westminster Abbey Choir
School for five years, then to Ermysteds.

What does your family consists of?
Wife Chris, and we have one son and one grandson (Archie, aged 7 months)

Tell us briefly about your education and career:

Educated at Westminster Abbey Choir School (the first service | sang in was the Coronation),
Ermysteds, Cambridge (King’s College).

Worked for 15 years at ICI (who sponsored my PhD at Cambridge in Control Engineering), then
British Nuclear Fuels (Chief Engineer, Division Director), National Advanced Robotics Centre
(Chief Executive), and finally, built an automatic chicken de-boner (in an outbuilding) which was
nearly the best thing since sliced bread.

What do you regard as the highlight of your life so far, and what as your greatest
achievement?

Peaked at 14, singing the solos in Gray’s Magnificat and Nunc Dimittis in B flat. The favourite of
many solos | sang in the Abbey, and it taught me that singing softly can be much more powerful
than singing loudly.



Have you any unachieved ambitions? No.

Have you any hobbies?

Fly fishing; singing (I sing with several groups, among them the Purcell Club which is a

group of ex-Westminster Abbey choristers that gets together once a month); the history of the
Pennines (I've published various papers, and two books on walks in the Peakland River Valley
and the North Country River Valley, going into the history of the area as well). And enamelling:
spent two years developing a new method of enamelling in my garden shed in Giggleswick. It
uses an inkjet printer to transfer images into enamel and, unlike the chicken de-boner, this
invention worked!

If you were on TV’s “Grumpy Old Men/Women”, what wo uld be your biggest grumble?

Apart from the proposed Bristol Channel barrage, | don’t see any of the renewable energy
sources now being “touted” as solutions to the UK'’s energy problems having the technical
capability of producing meaningful amounts of power. The sources are too dispersed, their
energy densities are too low, and there are no realistic means of storing their “peaky” power
outputs. If we persist in getting carried away with the potential of unproved “starry-eyed”
solutions, the UK may end up having to buy most of its energy from Mr Putin.
